Memorandum of Understanding Between 

 the State Animal Response Team (SART) 

 and the  North Carolina Veterinary Medical Foundation, Inc.

 The State Animal Response Team (SART) hereby establishes a restricted fund to support activities relative to disaster relief for animals in the state of North Carolina at the College of Veterinary Medicine at N. C. State University. The program shall be administered according to the following provisions:


1.  
 Name of Fund: The fund will be known as the N.C. Animal Relief Fund (N.C.ARF). 


2.  
Purpose: The purpose of the fund is to support the efforts of the SART to facilitate activities relative to animal health in North Carolina as a result of natural and man-made disasters. Activities may include, but are not limited to, funding of immediate needs to ensure the rescue, treatment, and safety of the animal population, training and continuing education of veterinary professionals and other interested animal groups/shelters, the purchasing of equipment to assist in rescue efforts, and general program support as deemed appropriate by the Finance/Administration Committee of SART. 


3.  
 Contributions: The fund will be established with a transfer of $100,000 from the Animal Disaster Fund which was created during Hurricane Floyd in 1999 and which exists within the North Carolina Veterinary Medical Foundation, Inc. The fund shall accept additional contributions at any time from any source, but such additional contributions shall be subject to the terms of this agreement. 


4.  
 Awards from this Fund: Distribution of funds shall be made by the Finance/Administration Committee of SART as approved by the Dean of the College of Veterinary Medicine and his or her designee. Awards from the fund will be based on the following percentages: 10% of the fund will be under the jurisdiction of the Dean’s discretion annually as it relates to the overall purpose of the fund, 40% of the initial dispersement will be directed to the North Carolina Veterinary Medical Association (NCVMA) as a grant to support the immediate response needs of the SART organization, the remainder of the fund percentage will be directed according to the on-going goals and objectives of SART. 


5.  
 An assessment of 5% will be made on all gifts accepted to this fund by the North Carolina Veterinary Medical Foundation, Inc. This fee shall be used to support the administration of gift processing, receipting, and other gift accounting/development/stewardship activities as it relates to this fund.
