ANNOUNCES $5,000 GRANT FROM NC HORSE COUNCIL

Raleigh, N.C. – The North Carolina State Animal Response Team (SART) announced that the organization has received a grant from the North Carolina Horse Council. SART will use these funds for training and outreach and to promote microchipping programs. “We appreciate the North Carolina Horse Council’s ongoing support of SART and their involvement in our training programs and emergency services,” says Larry Trachtman, SART Executive Director.

Outreach is a critical part of SART’s ongoing mission of prevention, response and recovery for animal emergencies in North Carolina. Horse owners, trainers and commercial producers are an essential component of the SART/CART volunteer model. For example, during the Florida hurricanes last fall, many horse owners moved their animals up to temporary shelters in North Carolina. In addition, SART helped provide supplies to horse owners in the Western part of the state who were cut off or had feed destroyed in high water. In November 2004, SART and the local REINS chapter chipped 20 horses at a microchip clinic held in Catawba County.

The North Carolina Horse Council exists to represent and further the common interest of the entire equine industry of North Carolina. The North Carolina Horse Council is composed of volunteer individuals and groups from all breeds and types of horse activities. The members are amateurs and professionals, horse hobbyists, commercial producers, local riding clubs, and larger corporations. In 1955 there were 61,000 horses in North Carolina. Today that number has more than tripled to an estimated 225,000.
